1) Necessary lands may be purchased, or through mortgage or in
accordance with law to obtain co-operation, financial
assistance, movables and immovables from the public, other
associations, national and international  associations,
State/Central Governments.

2) To construct suitable buildings in the lands, sites purchased by
it or obtained by means of gift as aforementioned and shall
take entire responsibility of its development etc.,

3) To procure all types of assistances, co-operations from all

sources for the development of the Trust from time to time.

In case of necessity, the Trust has authority to lend money to
other Associations from its assets. It may transit with any
Bank to get money . It has authority to own the share of other




Associations, Banks. All these transactions shall be carried out
in accordance with Section 20 of the Indian Trust Act 1882.

5) This Trust may secure any loan upon its assets by its capacity

or independently and may clear the same.

6) This Trust may transit or make discussions with Government or
other Associations or other Trusts, Universities, Public or
Private Companies for its development of service programmes
and the benefits so obtained shall be utilized legally for its
success in.developmehtal programs.

3. MEMBER TRUSTEES
This Trust consists of 7 (Seven) Trustees and shall continue as life
Members of this Trust. If they desire, among themselves they can elect

President, Secretary, Treasurer etc.,

In case of resignation or death etc., of Member Trustee, action shall

be taken as below for vacant posts

1) For the vacant post caused due to death, with unanimity, the

Member Trustees may accept any suitable person as Member

3) The person appointed by aforesaid ways shall discharge his
duties as Member Trustee.

4. MEETINGS

1) Generally Member Trustees shall conduct meeting once in two months
or by taking suitable decisions shall conduct meeting whenever feels

necessary.

2) The meeting notice shall reach 7 days prior to the date of meeting.
In case of emergency meetings, one day meeting notice may be
issued. If three Members of the Trustee give written request, the
Secretary shall call meeting within one week from receipt of such
request. In the meeting there shall be two third quorum. - If no
majority is obtained, the same shall be adjourned to next meeting and
at the meeting so adjourned decisions may be taken by obtaining

majority.

5. POWERS OF THE MEMBER TRUSTEE:
1) Any money received or to be borrowed, shall be carried out by
suitable vouchers or by receipt through Trust or by the

representative of the Trust.

To enter into agreement with the Government, other Association or

Trust in accordance with law and to transit with them.



3) Have authority to enter into agreement with regard to movables
and immovable of the Trust and to get assistance, co-operation for
development of the Trust. For these agreements, only the

Secretary has power to sign the said agreements.

4) As per the unanimous decision of the founder Members, the Trust
may delegate its power to suitable persons for suitable period. In
total, it has power to conduct any developmental program of the
Trust.

6. ADMINISTRATION:

The entire responsibility of the Administrative system that means all
movables and immovables of the Trust is borne by Member Trustees.
They have authority to protect and develop the same by their own or

through their authorized persons.

7. PROCEEDINGS

1) President shall preside over all Meetings, in his absence the
Secretary shall preside and shall conduct proceedings of the

meeting.

2) He shall have the responsibility of conducting, maintenance and

guidance and supervision of all programs.
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2) He is authorized for all financial and conduct and maintenance of

programs. Has full control over all the movables and

immovables.

He shall keep all the documents in his custody. He has
responsibility to procure movable and immovable properties from
the state / Central Governments, other associations or any other
means lawfully, to get the assistance and co-operation from them

He has the authority to lend or borrow for the Trust in case of
necessity for the development of the Trust. He has full power to
sign the agreement entered into by the Trust with others or any

other document.

To get done the yearly audit of all the accounts and to give
suitable guidelines to the Treasurer for maintenance of accounts

and all other responsibilities.

3. TREASURER:

To reduce all the accounts of the Trust in writing legally under the

guidance of the Secretary and has the responsibility of safeguard the

cheque book and accounts.

8. BANK TRANSACTION:

9. If the Trust Members found it necessary that the rules now
framed needs to be changed, they have authority to modify or
addition of new rules in accordance with Trust Act and Rules.

10. Membership of the Trust is acquired with service motive, and not
with intention of get money and they are honorary members.
But, if found necessary, as decided unanimously by the Trust
Members and they may obtain remuneration for maintenance of

programs.

11. The Secretary has power to appoint all the staff, employees for
the maintenance of the Trust and to fix their salary and may take

action as per law.

12, If any Member of the Trust found to be indigent person,
becomes unsound of mind or involves in a criminal case or has
not involved in the Trust activities for more than 6 months and
absents for minimum 3 meetings, he will loose his membership.
No notice is necessary for cancellation of his membership. And
no need to get resignation letter. His membership will be

. cancelled. This information shall brought to the notice of the

Registrar by the President through letter.

13. If any Member of the Trust does not willing to continue, by

rendering resignation letter he may give up his membership.

14. Member Trustees are not responsible for any type of da

responsible individually.




15. In case if anybody willing to bear such damages , the Trust may
accept the same. The Secretary has full power to sign all the
documents relating to Trust and to represent the Trust. In case
of rule not specifically mentioned herein, it shall be complied as
per Indian Trust Act 1882
